AIMS OF THE FOURTH YEAR 
 
While introducing new ideas, seminars this year are also intended to facilitate some sense of 
synthesis. This desire for integration entails reflecting back on what has been learned in previous 
years. To foster this process, we will consider the history of certain key concepts (e.g., gender, the 
unconscious, aggression), culminating in discussion of current versions and controversies pertaining 
to these topics. It also seems timely to devote some time to examining the empirical literature 
concerning treatment outcomes and, in conjunction with that subject, to work at understanding 
psychoanalytic failures, prolonged blockages, and other special difficulties. Knowing that we will 
not have covered every topic in sufficient depth, candidates may want to consider topics to continue 
exploring in future years in Study Groups. A number of these groups are functioning already. It is 
always possible and desirable to propose more.
